
 

 

 
 

Who should attend this workshop?  
This training is intended for those who are interested in training others to use the Elementary CLASS. This may include 
those who are interested in conducting large research studies or people who want to use the Elementary CLASS as a 
professional development tool in work with teachers. This 4-day workshop includes initial training on the Elementary 
CLASS. If you have already attended an Elementary CLASS training and passed a reliability test within the last year, you 
only need to attend the last two days of the training. 
What does the workshop involve?  
The CLASS is a multifaceted observation system that requires training for appropriate use. In order to effectively train 
others to use the CLASS, it is essential that trainers have a high degree of familiarity with the CLASS and experience in 
CLASS training techniques.  

¥ August 18 th and 19 th (Initial 2 -day CLASS training):  This training includes a set of pre-training exercises you 
complete on your own and two full days of training in which we cover background information on the CLASS and 
provide opportunities to practice scoring on videotaped segments. At the end of training we will give a reliability 
test. Those who pass the test will be certified as CLASS coders. Additional training materials will be made 
available to people who do not meet the reliability criteria. The training will run from about 8:30 to 5:00 each day. 
A light breakfast and lunch will be provided. 

¥ August 20 th and 21st (Train -the-Trainers workshop):  In this workshop we will give potential trainers practice in 
training others to use the CLASS. We will provide trainers with a PowerPoint presentation to use in the training as 
well as some supplemental training materials. Trainers are responsible for purchasing manuals, score sheets, 
DVDs, justifications, and video library access for their future trainings. Each trainer will get practice leading 
discussion of the CLASS training videos. The training will run from about 9 to 4:30 on the first day and 8:30 to 
3:30 on the second day. A light breakfast and lunch will be provided. 

What is the cost of the workshop?  
The registration fee for the 4-day workshop is $1,085 per person, which includes the CLASS manual, a Train-the-Trainer 
manual and CD, CLASS training materials, and breakfast and lunch on the training days. Trainees will also receive the 
training PowerPoint presentation and some supplemental materials for conducting CLASS training workshops. For future 
trainings, training and reliability DVDs, temporary CLASS Video Library Access, and CLASS justifications can be 
purchased from UVA, and CLASS manuals and score sheets can be purchased from Brookes Publishing (see attached 
pricing sheet for expenses associated with planning your own training). Trainees are responsible for their own travel, 
accommodations, and dinner, and trainees who will be traveling to Charlottesville should plan on hotel reservations 
starting Sunday, August 17. Registration fee discounts are available for groups of five or more people.
